Amos Ashcraft of Cooper Co., fflo., private in the cofnpany of Capt. aughty i-r regiment of
Col. Evans in the Virginia and Jlennsylvania militia fqr two years, was placed §n the Missouri
pension roll at $80 per annumjunder the Act of 1832. Certificate 19737 was ipsued 29 Aug.
1833.
